



UWS BUSINESS PLACEMENT STUDENT TERMS AND CONDITIONS
THE UNIVERSITY OF WESTERN SYDNEY, a body corporate established pursuant to the University of Western Sydney Act 1997 (NSW) ("the University")
AND _______________________________________________________[NAME OF STUDENT] a student of the University (“You”).

INTRODUCTION
A. You are enrolled in a degree offered through the College of Business at the University (“UWS Degree”) that offers you the opportunity to engage in practical work experience (“the Activity”).

B. The University, may during the course of your UWS Degree, enter into arrangements with third party business or companies (“the Business Host”) to give You and other UWS students the opportunity to participate in an Activity.    The Business Host may determine a business opportunity or issue as part of the Activity and such opportunity or issue will be further defined by the University and the Business Host.

C. If You wish to participate in any Activity as part of your UWS Degree, You agree to observe following terms and conditions in addition to UWS Policies as apply from time to time (“the Terms”).  You will not be able to participate in any Activity if you do not agree to observe the Terms.

TERMS OF YOUR PLACEMENT WITH A BUSINESS HOST
1. Acknowledgements
1.1 By agreeing to these Terms, You acknowledge that You are prepared to consider invitations from the University to participate in Activities with third party businesses or companies (“the Business Host”) as part of your UWS Degree.  By agreeing to these Terms, You also acknowledge that: you are not obliged to accept any invitation from the University to participate in any Activity; nor is the University bound to offer You any invitations to participate in any Activity. 
1.2 If You agree to undertake an Activity, you may be required to do so, either individually or as part of a team of students and staff of the University (“the University Team”) as may be determined by the University from time to time.

2. Activity
2.1 The University may, either independently or in conjunction with a Business Host, identify an Activity and You, either individually or as part of a University Team, agree to evaluate the subjects as part of that Activity and prepare the assignments or outcomes as defined in an Activity.

2.2 Each Activity will be conducted in accordance with the requirements described by the University prior to Your commencement on an Activity.

2.3 The University will continue to supervise Your academic conduct throughout an Activity, in consultation with the Business Host where appropriate.  A Business Host will nominate one of its staff to act as Supervisor for an Activty, and the University will give You directions to as to how to liaise with that Supervisor.
3. Your Status
3.1 You acknowledge that are not an officer or employee of either the University or a Business Host and You are not providing a consultancy or similar service to the Business Host (nor are You expected to do so).  You will not be able to legally bind or represent the University or a Business Host in any way.

3.2 There will be no fee payable to You in connection with You participating in any Activity.
3.3 You are not authorised to incur any costs or expenses on behalf of the University or a Business Host without the prior written approval of the University or the Business Host.

4. Intellectual Property

4.1 For the purposes of these Terms:

4.1.1 “Background Intellectual Property” means the Intellectual Property fully described and notified in writing by You (and notified to the University and your Supervisor) prior to conducting any Activity; 

4.1.2 “Developed Intellectual Property” means all material developed for the purpose of conducting and completing a Activity, including any modifications to a party’s Background Intellectual Property; and

4.1.3 “Intellectual Property” or “IP” means statutory and other proprietary rights in respect of trade marks, designs, patents, circuit layouts, copyright, plant breeders rights, confidential information, know-how and all other rights resulting from intellectual activity in the industrial, commercial, scientific, literary or artistic fields.
4.2 You will continue to own your own Background Intellectual Property.

4.3 You agree to grant to the University and the Business Host a royalty free, non-exclusive right to use, reproduce, adapt and communicate your Background Intellectual Property to the extent that it is necessary for the performance of any Activity as contemplated by these Terms.

4.4 You agree to assign all current and future Developed IP to the University in consideration of being afforded the opportunity to be engaged in an Activity.

4.5 You unconditionally and irrevocably consent, in relation to any Moral Rights which you may otherwise have in relation to any Developed IP which You may have developed as part of any Activity, to the University and any person authorised by the University, using without attribution, varying, adapting, altering, reproducing, publishing, adding to, deleting from, abridging, revising, redrafting, retitling, translating into other dimensions, formats or media, or otherwise altering and doing all other things necessary for the University to operate, the  Background Intellectual Property and the Developed IP.

4.6 You  will still have the right to:

4.6.1 use the Developed IP for the purposes of completing the UWS Degree subject to the obligations to keep certain information Confidential as set out in clause 5; and

4.6.2 publish all or part of the Developed IP for the purposes of You completing the UWS Degree subject to the conditions of Publication set out in clause 6.

5. Confidentiality

5.1 For the purposes of these Terms “Confidential Information” means all information of whatever description, whether in permanently recorded form or not, which is by its nature confidential or which is identified as confidential at the time of disclosure and includes without limitation, information:

5.1.1 relating to any Activity;

5.1.2 all know-how, trade secrets and other Intellectual Property of the University or a Business Host; and

5.1.3 all financial or marketing information and other commercial or scientific information of the University or a Business Host; 

and excludes information:

5.1.4 which is or becomes part of the public domain other than through breach of these Terms or an obligation of confidence owed to another party;

5.1.5 which was already known to You it at the time of disclosure by the disclosing party (other than if such knowledge arose from disclosure of information in breach of an obligation of confidentiality);

5.1.6 which the disclosing party acquires from a third party entitled to disclose it; or

5.1.7 which is required to be disclosed by law.

5.2 Except as required for the purposes of submitting papers and materials to the University for assessment  pursuant to your UWS Degree, You agree to keep confidential all Confidential Information that comes into Your possession or knowledge for a period of three (3) years following completion of Your UWS Degree.

6. Publication

You acknowledge that You will not copy, reproduce, divulge, publish or circulate (or authorise or permit anyone else to copy, reproduce, divulge, publish or circulate) the Developed IP, any Confidential Information of the University or a Business Host or any other information that is their, without the prior written approval of the University or that Business Host as the case may be.  You will be able to submit papers and materials to the University for assessment for the purpose of completing the UWS Degree.
7. Business Host and Student Relationship

7.1 You acknowledge that the Business Host may have its own codes of conduct, policies, rules, guidelines or other protocols that You will be required to it observe as part of Your participation in any Activity.  
7.2 You will use Your best endeavours not to do anything which may compromise or bring into disrepute the Business Host, the University or the Activity.
8. UWS Policies 
You will ensure that your conduct whilst engaged in any Activity complies with the provisions of UWS Policies.  
9. Termination

9.1 These Terms will cease to apply:

9.1.1 at the completion of Your UWS Degree;

9.1.2 generally if the University determines to cease to offering You participation in any Activity or in relation to a specific Activity, as determined by the University from time to time;
9.1.3 if you notify the University in writing that you no longer wish to be eligible to participate in any Activity; or

9.1.4 in relation to a Activity if a Business Host gives notice that it will no longer host that particular Activity.

9.2 Clauses 4, 5, and 6 survive termination or expiry of these Terms.

10. Applicable Law


These Terms are governed by the laws applicable in the State of New South Wales.
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
