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Getting to and from
UWS Westmead Precinct

. The entrance to the Westmead Precinct is via

R Hawkesbury Road. Westmead train station is
90 metres from the campus and is
approximately a 2 minute walk. Exit the station
onto Railway Parade and cross the road to
the university entrance. You can also walk to
the campus from T-Way bus station stop on
Darcy Road. From the bus station cross Darcy
Road and walk to the main entrance of the
university grounds.

Cumberland and Blue Mountain lines. The
station is a 2 minute walk to the campus
(please refer to the walking icon above for
directions).

E Westmead Station serviced by the Western,

Parramatta Station serviced by the Western,
Cumberland and Blue Mountain lines. The
Precinct is a 5 minute bus trip using T-Way
buses T61-T66 which depart from the
Parramatta train station Interchange at Stand
B4 and stop at Darcy Road.

T-Way Services T61-T66 stop outside the
Q Precinct on Darcy Road and run every 15
minutes (approximately).
