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I am a PhD student at MARCS Auditory Laboratories, at the University of Western Sydney.  I’m conducting a study on familiarity of music, and I’m looking for musicians who are interested in participating.  

Both skilled musicians and beginners on any instrument are needed:

Skilled musicians – people who have at least five years of private musical training, play and perform regularly and either have a university degree in music performance or play professionally.

Beginners – people who have between one and five years of private musical training and do not perform regularly or professionally or have a university degree in music.

In the first part of the study, participants are asked to familiarise themselves with short passages of well-known Classical music over the course of a week.  There are six passages that range between 25 and 45 seconds in length.  

The second part, which takes about an hour, involves completing a set of rating tasks that show how you think about the music.  This part of the experiment takes place at MARCS Auditory Laboratories, at the University of Western Sydney (Bankstown campus), located in Milperra.  

Participation is voluntary and anonymous, and the study has been approved by the Human Research Ethics Committee (Approval Code H7740).  All participants receive a $30 travel reimbursement.
